DESCRIPTION 
The County is in the process of constructing a new 
Public Safety Training Center on Kate Wagner Road in 
Westminster.  Phase I of the project is complete and 
included the construction of a two story 
Classroom/Administrative Building and a seven bay 
Reserve Apparatus Storage and Maintenance Building.  
Phase II will include site improvements for stormwater 
management, new upper and lower parking lots, a new 
2 ½ story “Live Fire Training Burn Building”, fire fighter 
training props including a vehicle extrication pad,   
confined space simulator, trench rescue simulator, 
vehicle fire, dumpster fire, propane tank fire, fuel spill 
fire and Christmas tree fire simulators as well as an 
outdoor bleacher style classroom.
