All private boats must be off the lake ½ hour  
prior to park closing. Check in at gatehouse or  
boat ramps for exact time upon entry into the Park.

All inflatable vessels (including boats, kayaks, 
canoes, and SUPs) MUST have 3 chambers. 

No entrance fees are collected during our “Closed Season” 
which runs December 1-February 28 each year. Park gates 
are open Monday-Friday 8am until 4pm and are closed on 
the weekends during the Closed Season.

Fish until midnight every 1st Friday of the month 
during the on-season. The Park will remain open 
until midnight for anglers wishing to fish at night.
