We

currently have 4 Veterans in the program, with one of the Veterans going through the

enrollment process.

Update on Veteran Services Program Grant (Shanna Zepp) — Six Veterans are receiving

assistance with emergency housing.

Update on Veteran Friendly Business initiative (Todd Mitchell) — Veteran of the Year Award and
Veteran-friendly Employer of the Year Awards luncheon is on November 7™, Nominations are

being accepted.

Update on Carroll County Veterans Independence Project - CCVIP (Ed Cramer and Frank Valenti)

i. Revised HHS Application Part 1 — HHS reviewed the revised application submission and

there is a deadline of 10/11 to respond to questions from HHS. October’s response will

include information about community partnerships. It is expected that part Il of the

application will be started at the end of the year.
